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Research Objective: This research aims to explain how religious and state institutions
converge and diverge in shaping desirable governance. The main objective is to analyze the
impact of religious leaders on the governance structure and political decision-making process
and their role in strengthening public rights, with an emphasis on the interaction between the
state and religion in religious countries with close ties to politics and religion.

Research Method: This research is conducted using an analytical-comparative method and
examines the effects of religious leaders by examining different societies, especially Islamic
and secular countries. The focus of the analysis is on the role of these leaders in monitoring
the compliance of laws with religious standards and its consequences for individual and social
rights.

Findings: The findings show that in countries with close ties to religion and the state (such as
Iran), religious leaders play a vital and institutional role in monitoring laws, especially from
the perspective of compliance with Sharia, which has a direct and significant impact on public
rights. In contrast, in secular countries, the role of religious leaders is largely indirect and
limited to the channel of spiritual, moral, and advisory influence on policies, and direct
religious oversight of the public law system is weak.

Conclusion: The study concludes that achieving desirable governance requires purposeful
convergence of the religious and state institutions in areas such as organizational structure and
institutional coordination. Continuous interaction of religious leaders with policymakers can
lead to the formulation of policies that support public rights and respect religious diversity.
However, potential divergences in legal and cultural areas highlight the need for careful
regulation and alignment in decision-making processes to manage this interaction.
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1- Introduction

The role of religious leaders in legitimizing state authority is a complex and multifaceted issue,
deeply intertwined with a nation's history, culture, and political-religious structure. This study
investigates the intricate relationship between religious leadership and state governance,
focusing on how these leaders influence political authority, shape public policy, and impact
public rights. In many societies, particularly those where religion and state are closely linked,
religious figures act as custodians of deeply held public values, thereby playing a crucial role
in either reinforcing or challenging a government's legitimacy and its adherence to the
principles of good governance.

1-2-Research Questions
This research is guided by the following primary questions:

.YHow do religious leaders in Islamic, Christian, and Jewish contexts influence the legitimacy
and governance structures of states?

.YWhat is the impact of religious leadership on the development and protection of public rights,
including individual freedoms and social justice?

.YHow does the integration or separation of religion and state affect the realization of key good
governance indicators such as accountability, transparency, public participation, and justice?

3- .Literature Review

The literature review establishes a conceptual framework by defining core terms such as "Good
Governance" and "religious leadership." It traces the evolution of the "Good Governance"
paradigm from its origins in international development discourse (e.g., World Bank, UNDP) to
its various interpretations. The review contrasts secular governance models, prevalent in many
Christian-majority countries, with integrationist models found in many Islamic republics. It
further explores the theological and philosophical foundations of governance in Islamic thought
(e.g., concepts of Al-Amanah [trust] and Al-Adl [justice]), Christian political theology, and
Jewish law, highlighting both convergent and divergent approaches to state authority, public
participation, and the role of religious institutions.

4-Methodology

This study employs a qualitative comparative analysis and descriptive-analytical methodology.
It examines the constitutional and legal structures of selected countries representing different
models of religion-state relations: Iran as an example of integration (Velayat-e Fagih), Saudi
Arabia and Egypt for Sunni Islamic models, and secular Christian-majority states like France
and the USA. The analysis also includes the unique case of Israel regarding Jewish religious
leadership and the Vatican for a theocratic Christian model. Data is drawn from primary sources
(constitutions, legal texts) and secondary sources (academic analyses, religious decrees) to
perform a cross-cultural comparison of the formal and informal influence of religious leaders
on governance.

5- .Results
The findings reveal significant variations across different contexts:

Islamic Countries (Integrationist Model): In countries like Iran, religious leaders (e.g., the
Supreme Leader, the Guardian Council) hold direct and extensive oversight powers, ensuring
legal and policy conformity with Sharia. This can enhance certain governance indicators like
justice defined by religious principles but may also create tensions with individual freedoms
and pluralism. The role of religious bodies in other Islamic countries ranges from formal state
integration to informal, yet powerful, social influence.
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Christian-Majority Countries (Secular Model): In secular states, religious leaders' influence
is largely indirect, operating through moral advocacy, shaping public opinion, and promoting
ethical values in civil society. They have minimal direct oversight of state functions, with
governance strictly separated from religious doctrine.

Jewish Context (Israel): Religious leaders (e.g., rabbinical courts) maintain formal authority

in specific personal status matters (marriage, divorce), representing a hybrid model where
religious law governs specific spheres within a largely secular democratic framework.
The study concludes that while religious leaders in integrationist models can bolster state
legitimacy and promote social cohesion based on shared values, they may also risk constraining
public rights and pluralistic participation. In secular models, their role in legitimizing the state
is diminished but their function as independent moral advocates can contribute to upholding
public rights.

6- Conclusion

The role of religious leaders in state legitimacy and governance is not monolithic but is
profoundly shaped by the chosen model of religion-state relations. This research demonstrates
that religious leaders are pivotal actors whose influence permeates the political, legal, and social
spheres. The study underscores the necessity of constructive dialogue between religious
authorities and political actors to develop governance systems that are both inclusive and
respectful of public rights. For such dialogue to be effective, religious oversight must be aligned
with the protection of individual freedoms and minority rights. Ultimately, navigating the
complex interplay between religious authority and state power is essential for fostering
sustainable, just, and legitimate governance in religiously diverse societies.
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
