In any case, the
criterion for identifying fault is "deviation from reasonable and customary behavior". Regarding
liability in proportion to the degree of fault, there are exceptions in English law, and it can be
said that there is no accepted and comprehensive rule in the English legal system, and the
existence of provisions in English law are only exceptions in this legal system and are dedicated
to those specific cases. In French law, fault is divided into intentional and unintentional fault
based on the presence or absence of an element of intent in it, and unintentional fault can be
classified into gross fault, light fault, and very light fault based on its severity. The study has
shown that this division has its roots in Roman law, has developed and developed in French
law, and today, signs of attention to it can be seen in most countries, including countries with a
common law legal system. In the present study, the study and analysis of the English and French
legal systems in the field of civil liability shows that although these two legal systems have a
common origin and their historical roots are taken from Roman law, there are significant
differences in the formation and interpretation of key concepts, which have occurred as a result
of the historical, cultural, and social developments in each country. One of the important results
of this study is the difference in the general and specific approaches of the legal systems to the
concept of civil liability. In the French legal system, civil liability, as the cornerstone of all legal
actions and the main basis for compensation for damages, is considered comprehensively and
extensively; in such a way that every type of fault plays a role in it and is subject to the rules
related to fault, intent and negligence.
